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ABSTRACT
This document explains how to prepare a paper for submission to the LTMPE 2014. It also includes the instruction for submission and some other information. This document can also be used as a template if you are using MS-Word.

Keywords: please enter up to five keywords separated by commas below the abstract.

introduction

The paper should be prepared in A4 size with overall margin of 25 mm on all sides of the paper (top, bottom, right and left). Use font type Arial for the entire document with a different style at different part of the paper, as explained later in each sections.

The top section of the first page of the paper is used for title of the paper, list of authors, and authors’ affiliation. This section consists of max. 10 lines of exactly 14 points spacing.

After these 10 lines, the rest of the document is in two-column format. Each column should be 76 mm wide with a space between the two columns of 8 mm. The space between the columns should be centred on the paper. The left hand edge of the first column should be  25 mm from the left edge of the paper and the left edge of the second column 109 mm from the left hand edge of the paper. You must leave 25 mm at the bottom for page numbers.

Please DO NOT include page numbers. The maximum number of pages is 10.

parts of the paper

Title, authors, and authors’ affiliations

Titles should be in font size 12 points, bold and capitalized. Please try to limit it to 100 characters, including spaces.
Authors, authors’ affiliations, and other information should be in font size 12. More then one affiliation of an author should be indicated by numbers, superscripted after the author’s name.

You can add contact information (e-mails, telephone numbers, fax numbers, etc.) and other information as you wish. However, the 10 lines limitation applies. If you need less than 10 lines for all information, please leave the other lines blank.
Clearly indicate the corresponding author providing his/her e-mail address.
Abstract

The abstract of your paper should not exceed 300 words in length. It should be a brief but concise description of your paper and should clearly identify the unique features of your study.

Main body

The main body of the paper should contain (but not limited to):

· Introduction

· Experimental Setup and/or Methodology
· Results and Discussions 
· Conclusions

· References and Bibliography
· Add other sections as you wish

The heading of each section should be in font size of 12 point, capitalized and underlined, with 6 and 3 points spacing before and after. The heading of each subsection should be in 10 points size and bold, with 6 and 3 points spacing before and after. The text should be typed in 10 point font with spacing of 12 points. Both the sections and subsections should not be numbered.

A dot must be used as decimal separator; a comma must be used for thousands.

Other sections

Add the following sections if applicable:

· Acknowledgements

· Nomenclature

References

All publications cited in the text should be listed at the end of the paper in the same order as they appear in the text. Indicate references by number(s) in square brackets in line with the text. The actual authors can be referred to, but the reference number(s) must always be given. 
Figures and Tables

Figures and Tables can be included in the text at appropriate places. Each Figure and Table must have a number and a caption. Figure 1 is an example of a one–column graph in the text with a caption below the figure. Please include a blank line above the figure and below the caption.

Oversized figures and tables may be included in the text. However, you should arrange the layout properly so that it appears in the top or the bottom of the page, or preferably on a separate page. Figure 2 is an example of an oversized figure.

Equations

Mathematical symbols and formulae should be clear to avoid ambiguities. Equation numbers should appear in parentheses and be numbered consecutively. A brief description of the symbols used in your paper should then be added in a nomenclature section at the end of the text.
Units
Follow internationally accepted rules and conventions: use the international system of units (SI). Use the solidus (/) instead of a horizontal line for small fractional terms, e.g., X/Y. In principle, variables are to be presented in italics. Powers of e are often more conveniently denoted by exp.
If you use MS-Word

This document can be used as a template if you use MS-Word. Please use the style for each section as has been defined for this template. You can either use this document, rename it, and cut-and-paste your paper from other document(s) into this document, or you can use your document, open style organizer (Format – Style and then click “organizer”), delete all your styles and import the styles from this document.
If you use this document, don’t forget to disable the line number on the top of the first page before you submit the paper.

submission instruction

1. Please submit your document in DOC / DOCX format. Other formats are NOT acceptable. Please refer to the conference web site (http://www.jnit.org) for more information.
2. The filename must follow the following rules:

NCXXX

where: XXX is the Submission ID (as informed to you by JNIT Jaipur).

For example, Paper with Submission ID NC001 should be labelled.
3. Size of file must be lower than10MB. 
4. If your paper has not met the requirements for submission, your file will not be processed for review and you will be requested to resubmit. If everything is in order, you will be intimated accordingly.
